Dr. XU Xin, Acting Director of the China and Asia-Pacific Studies Program
(CAPS), Cornell University

Here at Peking University international summer school, we have a very diverse
student body.

We hope that our students can base their understanding of Africa-China interac-
tions on concrete knowledge in the economic, political, and cultural context for
both China and Africa rather than ideological assumptions. We encourage
students to adopt an open interdisciplinary approach and to use these approach-
es to create more nuanced understandings of Africa-China interactions and to
think about or reflect on their own contributions to the knowledge production in
the context of the Global South.
